NOTE: The use of protective latex gloves
during cleaning is mentioned as a precaution to
those installers who may be sensitive to the
chemicals being used in this process. The use of
protective gloves is not mandatory.

When cleaning with 3M" Prep-Solvent 70

A. Always use a clean (lint free, scratch
resistant) soft cloth (or wipe), and clean a
small area at a time (~3 ft. x 3ft. max).
(Fig A2)

B. Shake well.
C. Apply 3M™ Prep-Solvent-70 to cloth or

wipe. Do not spray cleaning solutions
directly to any vehicle surfaces. (Fig. A3).

D. Clean surface thoroughly and wipe dry
immediately with a new clean cloth. Do
not allow cleaner to air dry. (Fig. A4).

Dash Appliqué must be between 70°F and
110°F (just prior to actual installation).

Vehicle dash surfaces must be between 70°F
and 110°F (just prior to actual installation).

Use pull-tabs to remove 3M liners. (Fig. AS).

A. Do not touch or allow debris or
contaminants to come into contact with the

adhesive backing before installation.
